To Whom It May Concern:


We submit this Freedom of Information request pursuant to the State of Connecticut's Freedom of Information Act, Conn. Gen. Stat. § 1-200, et seq., on behalf of the Media Freedom and Information Access Practicum, an unaffiliated student organization at the Yale Law School. 

 
We respectfully request copies of all agency records, as defined under Conn. Gen. Stat. § 1-200(5) (including, but not limited to, electronic records), for the period January 1, 2003 through the present, concerning the following:

1. The names or other identifying information of all Connecticut systems, databases and records that the CTIC can access;

2. The names or other identifying information of all other government systems, databases and records that the CTIC can access, including those of other state agencies, municipalities, the federal government and the US military;

3. The names or other identifying information of all non-government systems, databases and records that the CTIC can access, including those provided by any private sector entity, data aggregator or commercial entity;

4. The names or other identifying information of any other systems, databases or records that the CTIC can access, including but not limited to public and private transportation providers, tip or hot lines, educational institutions, hospitals, insurers, emergency medical services (EMS), banks, other holders of financial records, or other non-profit entities;

5. All records confirming or revealing whether the CTIC uses, has used, or has access to the following databases or systems:
